As We Gather: 
The welcome of baptism is for all God’s children. This baptismal gift sets us free from the power of sin 
and death. In today’s gospel, Christ promises that the disciple who gives a cup of cold water to the little 
ones serves Christ himself. From worship we are sent on our baptismal mission: to serve the little ones of 
this world and to be a sign of God’s merciful welcome. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Worship lies at the heart of the Christian life. It is in worship that we express our theology and define our 
identity. It is through encountering God within worship that we are formed and transformed as the people of 
God. One of the glories of the Lutheran Church is its liturgical worship. Liturgy refers to the patterns, forms, 
words, and actions through which public worship is conducted.

This type of note, offering directions about the service is called a “rubric,” which comes from the Latin word 
rubrica (red) – referring to a time when these instructional notes were always written in red.

P In the name of the Father, and of the  Son, and of the Holy Spirit. 
C   Amen. 
 
Confessing our sins and receiving forgiveness prepares us to receive Christ in the proclamation of his Word 
and the Sacrament of Holy Communion. 
 

CONFESSION AND FORGIVENESS 
 

P God of all mercy and consolation, come to the help of your people,  
 turning us from our sin to live for you alone. 
 Give us the power of your Holy Spirit 
 that we may confess our sin, receive your forgiveness,  
 and grow into the fullness of Jesus Christ, our Savior and Lord. 
C Amen. 
 

 Silence for reflection and self-examination  
 

P Have mercy, O God, 
C against you, you alone, we have sinned.  
 In your compassion, clease us from our sin and take away our guilt. 
 Create in us a new heart and give us a steadfast spirit. 
 Do not cast us away, but fill us with your Holy Spirit  
 and restore your joy within us.  Amen. 
 

P By water and the Holy Spirit, God gives you new birth, and through the death and 
resurrection of Jesus Christ, God forgives you all your sins. The God of mercy and 
might strengthen you in all goodness and keep you in eternal life. 

C Amen. 
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We begin our worship as a gathered community by praising God in song.

P The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, the love of God,  
 and the communion of the Holy Spirit be with you all. 
C And also with you. 
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The Gloria, or some other song of praise, centers the service on the God we gather to praise in our worship. 
 

HYMN OF PRAISE: Salvation Belongs to Our God                                          ELW p.219 
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The prayer of the day, or collect, is appointed for each Sunday and “collects” or captures the theme of the day 
or season of the Church year. It summarizes the attributes of God as revealed in the scriptures for the day. 
 

PRAYER OF THE DAY 
P The Lord be with you. 
C And also with you. 
P Let us pray. 
 O God, you direct our lives by your grace, and your words of justice and mercy reshape 

the world. Mold us into a people who welcome your word and serve one another, 
through Jesus Christ, our Savior and Lord. 

C Amen. 
We sit. 

 

+  WORD  + 

 
This reading is typically from the Old Testament (Hebrew Scriptures) which Jesus knew and from which he 
often referred or quoted. 
 

FIRST READING: Jeremiah 28:5–9 
 

The prophet Jeremiah spoke to the prophet Hananiah in the presence of the priests and all 
the people who were standing in the house of the LORD; 6and the prophet Jeremiah said, 
“Amen! May the LORD do so; may the LORD fulfill the words that you have prophesied, and 
bring back to this place from Babylon the vessels of the house of the LORD, and all the 
exiles. 7But listen now to this word that I speak in your hearing and in the hearing of all the 
people. 8The prophets who preceded you and me from ancient times prophesied war, 
famine, and pestilence against many countries and great kingdoms. 9As for the prophet who 
prophesies peace, when the word of that prophet comes true, then it will be known that 
the LORD has truly sent the prophet.” 
 
 

L Word of God, word of life. 
C Thanks be to God. 
 

This reading, taken from the New Testament, is typically from a letter (epistle) to the early Church, the Acts 

of the Apostles, or the Revelation to John. 
 

SECOND READING: Romans 6:12–23 
 

Do not let sin exercise dominion in your mortal bodies, to make you obey their 
passions. 13No longer present your members to sin as instruments of wickedness, but 
present yourselves to God as those who have been brought from death to life, and present 
your members to God as instruments of righteousness. 14For sin will have no dominion over 
you, since you are not under law but under grace. 
  15What then? Should we sin because we are not under law but under grace? By no 
means! 16Do you not know that if you present yourselves to anyone as obedient slaves, you 
are slaves of the one whom you obey, either of sin, which leads to death, or of obedience, 
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which leads to righteousness? 17But thanks be to God that you, having once been slaves of 
sin, have become obedient from the heart to the form of teaching to which you were 
entrusted, 18and that you, having been set free from sin, have become slaves of 
righteousness. 19I am speaking in human terms because of your natural limitations. For just 
as you once presented your members as slaves to impurity and to greater and greater 
iniquity, so now present your members as slaves to righteousness for sanctification. 
  20When you were slaves of sin, you were free in regard to righteousness. 21So what 
advantage did you then get from the things of which you now are ashamed? The end of 
those things is death. 22But now that you have been freed from sin and enslaved to God, the 
advantage you get is sanctification. The end is eternal life. 23For the wages of sin is death, but 
the free gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord. 

L Word of God, word of life. 
C Thanks be to God. 
We stand. 
 

The Gospel acclamation, or sometimes sequence hymn, moves us toward the summit of the Liturgy of the 

Word – the reading of the Holy Gospel. Gospel means “good news” – specifically the “good news of Jesus.” 
 

GOSPEL ACCLAMATION                                  
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This reading is taken from one of the four Gospels (Matthew, Mark, Luke or John), which depict the life, 
teachings, death, resurrection, and ascension of our Lord Jesus Christ. We stand for the Gospel reading to 
show the particular importance placed on Jesus’ words and actions. 
 

HOLY GOSPEL: Matthew 10:40–42 
P  The Holy Gospel according to St. Matthew, the tenth chapter. 
C  Glory to you, O Lord. 
 

[Jesus said to the twelve:] 40“Whoever welcomes you welcomes me, and whoever welcomes me 
welcomes the one who sent me. 41Whoever welcomes a prophet in the name of a prophet will 
receive a prophet’s reward; and whoever welcomes a righteous person in the name of a righteous 
person will receive the reward of the righteous; 42and whoever gives even a cup of cold water to 
one of these little ones in the name of a disciple—truly I tell you, none of these will lose their 
reward.” 
 

P  The Gospel of the Lord. 
C Praise to you, O Christ. 
We sit. 

 
CHILDREN’S MESSAGE 
 
The sermon directly follows the Gospel because it is to be grounded in the scriptures. It illuminates the day’s 
scriptural readings and relates them to daily life.

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The word “creed” comes from the Latin “credo” for “I believe.” The Apostles’ Creed expresses biblical 
doctrines that have been articulated, defended, and embraced as central to the Christian faith for nearly two 
thousand years of church history. 
 

APOSTLES’ CREED 
L Living together in trust and hope, we confess our faith: 
C  I believe in God, the Father almighty, creator of heaven and earth. 
  

 I believe in Jesus Christ, God’s only Son, our Lord, 
 who was conceived by the Holy Spirit, 

born of the virgin Mary,  
suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, died, and was buried;  
he descended to the dead. 
On the third day he rose again;  
he ascended into heaven, he is seated at the right hand of the Father, 
and he will come to judge the living and the dead. 
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 I believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy catholic church, 
the communion of saints, the forgiveness of sins, 
the resurrection of the body, and the life everlasting. Amen. 

 
We pray for ourselves and particularly on behalf of others. In our prayers we pray for the Universal Church, 
all who govern, the welfare of the world, the concerns of our community of faith, including those who are in 
need or suffer, and for the departed. We are reminded in prayer that we are part of a larger fellowship, the 
Church – the Body of Christ. 
 

PRAYERS OF THE CHURCH 
 

L Gathered together by the Holy Spirit, let us pray for the church and the needs of the 
world. 

A brief silence. 
L Faithful God, establish your church to offer welcome and proclaim your peace. Nourish 

us so we can proclaim your hope to the world. God of grace, 
C hear our prayer. 
L Creator God, bring life to places experiencing drought, deforestation, and pollution. 

Help us to cultivate and care for the natural world around us. God of grace, 
C hear our prayer. 
L Loving God, bring an end to conflict and division. Sustain the work of prophets in our 

time, and work through world leaders to foster understanding, justice, and peace. God 
of grace, 

C hear our prayer. 
L Provider God, give your children what they need physically, emotionally, and spiritually. 

Bless caregivers as they show God’s hospitality through their generous service. God of 
grace, 

C hear our prayer. 
L Living God, lead us from death to life. Inspire new ministries and endeavors, renew 

established ones, and strengthen our welcoming presence to our neighbors. God of 
grace, 

C hear our prayer. 
L Eternal God, we remember the faithful departed of this community and of the wider 

church and world. We give thanks for saints of all times and places. God of grace, 
C hear our prayer. 
 

The prayers conclude: 
P Into your hands, O Lord, we commend all for whom we pray, 
 Trusting in your mercy; through your Son, Jesus Christ, our Lord. 
C Amen. 
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We share Christ’s peace with each other as a sign of charity and unity in preparation for the Holy 
Communion.

P The peace of the Lord be with you always. 
C And also with you. 
 

We greet one another in the name of the Lord.  
We sit. 

 

+  MEAL  + 
 

Having confessed our sins, received forgiveness, listened to the Word of God and shared in the peace, we are 
prepared for the drama and miracle of the Holy Communion.  At the offering we gratefully offer back to God 
some of what he has given us, symbolically in the gifts of bread and wine prepared at the table and the money 
we give.

OFFERTORY PRAYER 
P Let us pray. Merciful God, 
C As grains of wheat scattered upon the hills were gathered together to become one 

bread, so let your church be gathered together from the ends of the earth into  
 your kingdom, for yours is the glory through Jesus Christ, now and forever. Amen. 
 
In the Great Thanksgiving, we do what Jesus himself asked us to do: thank God and recall all that God has 
done for us in the life, death, and resurrection of Christ. The Great Thanksgiving, or Eucharistic Prayer, is a 
long prayer with four parts.  Each of these four parts corresponds to a different action of Jesus at the Last 
Supper, where he took, blessed, broke, and gave bread and wine as sacraments of his body and blood. We 
begin the Great Thanksgiving with the Sursum corda, meaning “Lift up your hearts.” 
 

GREAT THANKSGIVING 
P   The Lord be with you. 
C   And also with you. 
P   Lift up your hearts. 
C   We lift them to the Lord. 
P   Let us give thanks to the Lord our God. 
C   It is right to give God thanks and praise. 
P It is indeed right and salutary that we should at all times and in all places  
  offer thanks and praise to you, O Lord, holy Father, through Christ our Lord. 
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 Who on this day overcame death and the grave,  
  and by his glorious resurrection opened to us the way of everlasting life.  
 And so, with the Church on earth and the hosts of heaven,  
  we praise your name and join in their unending hymn: 
 

The Sanctus (Holy, Holy, Holy) is the hymn of praise that never ceases before God and is based on Isaiah 6:3. 

 

 
 
We recall God’s acts of salvation history.  The presider says the “Words of Institution” that Jesus said at the 
Last Supper. 
 

P  Blessed are you, Lord of heaven and earth.  
 

 In mercy for our fallen world you gave your only Son,  
  that all those who believe in him  
  should not perish, but have eternal life.  
 

 We give thanks to you  
  for the salvation you have prepared for us through Jesus Christ.  
 

 In the night in which he was betrayed,  
 our Lord Jesus took bread, and gave thanks; 
 broke it, and gave it to his disciples, saying:  
 Take and eat; this is my body, given for you. 
Do this for the remembrance of me. 
 

 Again, after supper,  
  he took the cup, gave thanks, and gave it for all to drink, saying: 

 This cup is the new covenant in my blood, 
 shed for you and for all people for the forgiveness of sin. 
Do this for the remembrance of me. 
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 Send now your Holy Spirit into our hearts,  
   that we may receive our Lord with a living faith  
  as he comes to us in his holy supper. 
C Amen. Come, Lord Jesus. 
 
We pray together the prayer that Jesus taught his disciples to pray. The link between our daily bread and the 
spiritual food we receive in the Eucharist is an ancient connection. 
 

P    Gathered into one by the Holy Spirit, let us pray as Jesus taught us: 
C Our Father, who art in heaven, hallowed be thy name,   
  thy kingdom come, thy will be done, on earth as it is in heaven.  
 Give us this day our daily bread; 
  and forgive us our trespasses, as we forgive those who trespass against us;  
  and lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil.  
 For thine is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory, forever and ever. Amen. 
 

P These are the gifts of God for the people of God. 
C Thanks be to God. 
P All are welcome at the Lord’s table. Come, for all is now ready. 
We sit. 
 

Echoing both John 1:29 and Revelation 5:6, this song addresses the risen Christ giving himself away at this 

table as the true Lamb.

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COMMUNION 
 

Our Lord Jesus Christ welcomes you to his holy banquet. The crucified and risen Christ is present in the 
Lord’s Supper, giving us his true body and blood as food and drink. White grape juice, a non-alcoholic 
alternative, are the cups in the center of each wine tray, and gluten-FREE rice wafers are available upon 
request.

Now send us forth to 
be your people in the world, and to proclaim your truth this day and evermore, through 
Jesus Christ, our Savior and Lord. 

C Amen. 
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Sending reminds us that every Sunday worship gathering is a cycle, existing for a time and then dispersing.  
We arrive at the “sending” after traveling from the rite of gathering to the word and meal. We heard and pro-
claimed the Word; we were nourished at the Meal; and now we complete the cycle. We have encountered the 
living Christ in this place and are empowered for ministry in the world.
